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The town of Grand Gulf was burned by
Admiral David Farraguts men in 1862 and
occupied by Porter's Mississippt Squadron
on May 3, 1863. The Unfon occupatton
followed Confederate Brig. Gen. John
Bowen's evacuation of the town after
the battle of Port Gibson on May 1.
Gen. U.S. Grant vistted here on May 3,
and established Grand Gulf as the
primary Unfon supply depot for the
duration of the Vicksburg Campaign. From
Grdnd Gulf, some 200 wagons per day
were used to resupply Grants army.
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by the river. By 1860 only one hundred fifty-eight lived there.
During the Civil War, Federal troops and gunboats destroyed the
remainder of the town. The town was never rebuilt after the
war and today even the river has deserted what was once a
bustling river port. All that remains are a few antebellum buildings
scattered along what was once the outskirts of the town.
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
